| have the very cheapest digital and have no idea how to set it other than turn the flash on and off. Some
days Mother Nature helps me. Some views are just good views. It isn't the camera, it's what's in front of
you.

| try to be careful with angles and composition and | crop out anything distracting. | take my time to find
the best angle, and delete the bad ones. My degree is in commercial interior design, so | learned all about
composition, balance, etc. Now that we have a big viewer on these little cameras it's easy.

| take steering wheel pictures all the time, resting my little camera on its side on top of the steering wheel,
that's why there are spots sometimes, from the bugs on the windshield. Verticals give me a good shot of
the sky.
