The 1880 Mortality Schedule was very hard to read in places. There are 17 columns. 1, Family number; 2,
Deceased person; 3, Age; 4, Sex; 5, Color; 6, Single; 7, Married 8, Widow; 9, Place of birth; 10, Where
father was born; 11, Where Mother was born; 12, Profession, Occupation or Trade; 13, Month in which the
Person died; 14, Disease or Cause of Death; 15, How Long in County; 16, If the Disease was not contracted
at place of death, state the place; 17, name the attending physician.

This is Schedule 5 - -Persons who DIED during the Year ending May 31, 1880.
