Genealogy Forms and Charts 

 

The New Year is the time to get organized, and what better way than with free forms and charts 

you can find on RootsWeb. On a personal note, forms organize and track my research, and they 

assist in making notations regarding my treasured resource collections -- mostly so others will 

understand their connection and value, long after I am gone.

One favorite is the Western Wayne County Michigan Genealogical Society 

http://www.rootsweb.ancestry.com/~miwwcgs/?sssdmh=dm13.231239, which has compiled 

free forms and charts from across the Web. In addition to census, ancestor and descendant 

charts, there are: 

1. Homeland Security Freedom of Information / Privacy Act Request Document 

2. Military Records Check List with columns from the Colonial Wars to World War II 

3. Vital Record Request Forms for Michigan, Illinois and Ohio 

4. World War I Draft Registration Cards A & B 

5. Genealogical Codicil to My Last Will and Testament (Word Document) 

 

This last one is a standard word processing document, which can be modified. 

 

It directs “one's spouse, children, guardian, administrator and/or executor” to not dispose of ge-

nealogical materials – and it recommends genealogical societies be contacted, lest heirs be 

tempted to dispose of one's life-long research.

And you may wish to attach appraisals. This need not be formal – search book sellers and auc-

tion sites for current prices, and leave a printout. I did this for my copy of Encyclopedia of 

American Quaker Genealogy: Volume I, North Carolina (William Wade Hinshaw, 1936).  Pa-

perback copies typically sell for over $100, and I've also left a personal note regarding the 

book's rarity. 

 

Other resources to consider are official request forms found on government sites, such as the 

Social Security Administration and National Archives.

And if you can't find the perfect form, make one yourself, using the table feature of a word 

processor. Most programs have basic features. In Microsoft Works, select Table > Insert Table, 

and an appropriate number of rows or columns.

If prompted for formatting, select a look visually, or add it later (in Works, see Table > Table 

Format). 
 

 
Initially columns and rows are distributed equally, but may be resized later. Either drag the ver-

tical dividers, or use one of the menu options, usually under format or table properties. (In 

Works, select Table > Cell Height and Width.) 

 

 
 

 

If the cursor is in the last cell of the table, press Tab to add a new row, or use the menu to insert 

additional rows and columns, either before or after a cursor position.  (In Works, Table > Insert 

Row [or Column] > Before or After Current Row [or Column].) 

More sophisticated programs, such as Microsoft Word or Open Office, allow merging and split-

ting of cells. If you can't locate these features on the menu, try right-clicking a selection. 

Merging:        Highlight two or more cells before merging.  

Splitting:        Place the cursor within a cell prior to splitting.

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Developing a Research Plan for the New Year

Genealogists have been commenting as long as I've been online that activity always drops off 

dramatically near the end of the year as the holiday season approaches. Each new year brings 

with it renewed interest in posting on mailing lists and message boards and updating family 

trees. Families traditionally gather over the holidays. This instills renewed interest for many 

family historians. Researchers receive holiday gifts of new computers and software and become 

eager to make use of it. This year will, undoubtedly, be no different. We can all benefit 

by approaching this new year with a plan of action rather than diving in unprepared. 

 

Developing a Plan 

 

First, take inventory. Make an outline of what you know and have learned over the past year (or 

decade) and what you hope to learn this year. Make a list of all documents you have obtained 

(wills, vital records, deeds, for example). 

 

Next, make a list of your goals for the new year. What are you looking for and what do you 

hope to accomplish? Be specific when writing down your plans. Make note of the 

online resources at your disposal to help you reach your goals. Web sites such as Cyndi's List 

and Linkpendium can prove invaluable for locating online resources. 

 

Finally, do a search for your previous archived mailing list and message board posts as well as 

any family trees and data you have placed online. You may use a site such as Google or search 

the specific archives or board systems. If you have a genealogy Web site, review your 

pages and pinpoint corrections and additions you need to incorporate. Review posts and exist-

ing trees. Is your e-mail contact information still valid and is your online data still accurate and 

complete in view of what you learned over the past year? Make a list of necessary updates and 

corrections. 

Getting Started 
For posts and submissions that are still current but have outdated contact information, edit your 

e-mail address where possible. Even the most complete and well-written list or board post or 

family tree will serve no purpose to help you connect with your cousins if your e-mail address 

is invalid. You can update your e-mail address for the RootsWeb/Ancestry message boards and 

WorldConnect trees at: (http://email.rootsweb.com/cgi-bin13/DM/y/

nBEN80VOqZq0HQR0zHg0Gt) or by following the masthead links at the top of the main An-

cestry page. Click on COLLABORATE, then PUBLIC PROFILE, and then MY SITE PREF-

ERENCES. You will see a link for changing your e-mail address on the MY SITE PREFER-

ENCES page as well as options for its display. 

For mailing list archives where editing your address isn't possible, post a new message with 

your current contact information. Remember that mailing list archives such as those at Roots-

Web are merely a record of what took place on a given date. You can provide updated informa-

tion and queries as well as a current e-mail address in your new posts.

If an online tree needs attention, download a GEDCOM file of the old tree and import it into 

your genealogy program on your computer. After you have made all necessary additions and 

corrections, create a new GEDCOM and upload it to replace your outdated tree. 

 

If you have gathered public documents, perhaps a pension file or deed, over the past year con-

sider transcribing them and placing the data online. RootsWeb/Ancestry message boards are 

a perfect place to post your finds. Choose the appropriate data classification when posting so 

that others may easily find the documents. 

 

Get the new year off on the right foot by making a resolution to establish a plan. Follow through 

with your plan and your efforts will surely be rewarded.

Notes 

 

Family legend: William Silas traded his land in Rusk County, Texas, for two mules to move to 

Northeast Texas. The night after the trade, one of the mules died. He moved his wife Georgia 

and children to northeast Texas (Red River or Hunt County), where Georgia died. William Silas 

returned to Rusk County with his four children riding one horse. He and Georgia were living in 

Rusk County, Texas, in 1880 (US Census).  

 

William Silas married America Catherin Armstrong in 1888, Rusk County, Texas which would 

indicate that Georgia died between 1880 and 1888. He was a farmer and did some school teach-

ing. He moved from Rusk County to Cherokee County, TX in late 1907 or 1908, first living 

Southwest of Rusk near the Beulah Community. It is not known how long he lived there, but 

before his death, he moved near the Turney Community in Cherokee County. He was known to 

have had a good sense of humor. Research of the 1900 soundex records, William Silas Watson 

was shown with his children and wife named Maggie. In a conversation with his son, Lonnie 

Watson, Lonnie was asked if anyone ever called his mother, America Catherine Armstrong 

Watson, "Maggie". He answered, "no one except my father". It is rather obvious who gave the 

information for the 1900 Census. 

 

Flora Kirksey of Henderson, TX, the Niece of Great America Catherine Armstrong Watson, 

shows on her records, William Silas "Bud" Watson. 

 

It is believed that his father, William B. Watson was called Billy. 

 

In 1880, Wm. Silas, age 25, was was living in Rusk Co., TX, Precinct # 3, with wife Georgia, 

age 20, son, George, age 4, and daughter, Ninon, age 1. In 1900, he was shown on the Rusk 

Co., TX US Census, with wife Maggie and children: Sue; Grady; Mildred; Eva; and Bonnie. It 

is not know where Fannie and Tom were. 
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William B. Watson Family

Notes 

 

Rusk County, Texas was established from Nacogodoches County in 1843. Wm. B. Watson moved his 

family from Tennessee to Rusk County, in 1848. He purchased land in the Millville area, in the Samuel 

Davis Original Grant, about 7 miles N/E of Henderson. It appears that he and Emily sold this parcel of 

land in 1852, or at least a part of this land. (See land records) 

 

On the 1830 & 1840 Census for Madison County, TN, there is a William B. Watson, head of household, 

that could be the this family; however, no documentation has been found to verify this. There is no Wm. 

B. Watson in the same age time frame found in 1850 in TN. 

 

It is believed that the middle initial "B" stands for Brown, as William B. Watson's grandson, Emmett 

Brown Watson, the son of William Silas Watson, was always told that the Brown was a family name. 

However, he had a son named George Buchanan, and the Buchanan could have been named for his fa-

ther. No documentation has been found to verify William's middle name. 

 

Voters registration for Rusk Co., Texas in 1867, (Taken from Rusk County, Texas Voters Registration 

List, Part I, III, East Texas Family Records, Summer, 1994 Edition Vol. 18, No. 2.) William B. Watson 

registered to vote saying that he was born in Tennessee, had resided in Rusk Co., Texas 19 years, and in 

the voting precinct of Millville 12 years. This would indicate that Wm. B. Watson arrived in Rusk Co., 

TX in 1848. According to the census and family records, the first child born to Wm. & Emily in Texas 

was Matthew John, b. 12/3/1848. 

 

An obituary recorded by the history students of Carthage High School from the Panola Watchman 

Newspapers show the following obituary, which is believed to be a William Watson. Wm. B. lived near 

the Panola Community which is on the line between Panola and Rusk Counties. Obit reads: 

"Uncle Bill Watson died July 27, 1881, at age 75 or 76. He was one of the oldest citizens of the county 

and stood well in the community." Date of newspaper, August 3, 1881, recorded by Shannon James, 

May 22, 1986.  

 

There was another William Watson, born in GA, living in Panola County, and it appears this was not 

Wm. B. Watson. 

 

We know that Wm. B. Watson was alive in 1880 as he appears on the 1880 Rusk Co., TX census with 

his wife, Emily and one son, Zackery living in household. Rusk County, TX. Tax Receipts (Microfilm at 

Henderson Public Library) shows Wm. B. Watson paying taxes to 1883, Samuel Davis original grant, I-

53 --- 1889, taxes paid on the Wm. B. Watson Estate. A Power of Attorney was given by Miranda M. 

Eaton, dated July 1888 to her brother, Z. T. Watson to handle her part of her father's estate, which would 

indicated that Wm. B. died in the early part of 1888. In 1890, Emily Watson paid taxes on 200 acres in 

the Abst. No. 236, Original Grantee, Sam Davis. In November 1892, Emily sold her part of Wm. B. 

Watson land to Matthew John Watson, at at that time, she was living in Cooke County, TX. It appears 

that Wm. Watson died about early 1888.

Mary Lucinda "Mollie Roark's mother, Martha Jane "Mattie" (Mitchell) Roark remarried to a James V. Boyce in 

1869. Mollie would have been 10 years old at that time. It is unknown when the Boyce's moved to Texas. 

 

Before 1879 Mollie married a Mr. Griffin. 

 

8/12/1879  Mollie gave birth to her first child, Mattie L. Griffin (See 1880 Cherokee 

  Co. Census) Molly would have been 20 years old at that time. 

 

1880  Widow Mollie Griffin and her daughter were living with her mother and her mother's second 

  husband, James V. Boyce (see 1880 Cherokee Co. Census) 

 

8/29/1884  Mollie Married her second husband. William Rogers, in Tyler. Texas. 6/9/1885 Mollie gave 

  birth to her second child. Mance Mane Rogers 

 

1/16/1894  Mollie, listed as widow on marriage license, married Isaac Hayes Thompson in Cherokee 

  County, Texas. 

 

12/8/1895  Mollie's daughter. Mattie Griffin, married George Jacobs in Rusk. Texas. 

 

Jan 1897  Mollie had third Child, Maomi Thompson. 

 

1900  Cherokee County Census showed Mollie living with Thompson and daughter, Naomi Thompson, 

  in Jacksonville, Texas. 

 

1900  Walker County Census showed her second son. Mance Mane Rodgers (then 14) living with his 

  grandmother and grandfather Boyce. 

 

12/31/1901  Mance Mane Rogers (age 15) married Jesse Mae Cline (age 13) in Huntsville, Walker County, 

  Texas. 

 

1910   Cherokee County Census showed Mollie, listed as a widow, as head of household and living with 

  her was her daughter. Mattie L. Jacobs (also listed as widow) and Mattie's three children: Allie 

  Jacobs (11); Edgar Jacobs (9) and; Sunshine Jacobs (2). Mollie must have been running a board

  ing house, because also listed were four boarders. 

 

1915  Mollie moved to 4204 Victor Street, Dallas. Texas. That might have been when she married a 

  Mr. Land. 

 

6/15/1940  Death Certificate of Mollie showed her to be married to a Mr. Land. She died at the same address 

  shown in 1915 (lived there 25 years).
